Location and History:  Tyalgum is a rural village located in north-eastern New South 
Wales. At the time of the 2021 census, Tyalgum had a population of 521 people. By road,  
Tyalgum is located approximately 26 kilometres west of Murwillumbah, 70 kilometres  from the 
Gold Coast, and 130 kilometres from Brisbane. 

Tyalgum is situated at the junction of the Pumpenbil and Tyalgum creeks, which provide  
Tyalgum with its water supply. During early years of settlement, these waterways would have 
been used to transport giant red cedar logs that were felled in the area. Other natural features 
include the valley environment around the village, created by the Border Ranges and Mount 
Warning. 

Important structures in Tyalgum include the Flutterbies Cottage Cafe, The Little Shop Next 
Door, Tyalgum Store (established in 1907), Tyalgum Hall, venue of an annual Classical 
Musical Festival, and Tyalgum Garage, located in the old Norco Dairy Manufacturer Building. 

 
Directions:  

Take the M1 to Chinderah NSW, then take the Tweed Valley Way to Murwillumbah and  
Tyalgum Rd to Tyalgum. 

These directions are just a guide, as we have not been there before, so we recommend you 
use your navigation system as well.  

It is recommended that you take the Murwillumbah route, as the shorter way from Narang is 
quite windy, hilly and narrow. 

Check in and pay at the office on arrival, card or cash.

PENINSULA CARAVAN CLUB INC 

BY-LAWS 

 

4. CLASSES OF MEMBERS 

 

(1)  The members of the association shall be divided into the following classes: - 

(a) Ordinary: 

(b) Associate: 

(c) Social. 

 

(2) Ordinary members: 

(a) shall consist of an eligible adult with a recreational vehicle (RV) such as a Caravan, Camper-
van, Camper Trailer or Motorised Van; and 

(b) the number of ordinary members shall be limited to a number to be decided, revised and or 
changed at an ordinary general meeting provided all ordinary members have due noticeof the 
meeting in writing; and 

(c) written advice to the Secretary by ordinary members is required in the event of extendedtour-
ing but will retain their full membership. 

 

(3) Associate members must have been ordinary members; and 

(a) due to their changed circumstances are unable to continue to attend rallies with an RV but 
wish to retain their connection with the association; and 

(b) the number of associate members shall be limited to a number to be decided, revised and or 
changed at an ordinary general meeting provided all ordinary members have due notice of the 
meeting in writing; and 

(c) upon written application associate membership will be considered and they shall have all the 
rights and privileges of ordinary members, with the exception of voting rights. 

 

(4) Social members: 

(a) are potential ordinary members awaiting an ordinary membership vacancy; and  

(b) the number of social members shall be limited to a number to be decided, revised and or 
changed at an ordinary general meeting provided all ordinary members have due notice of the 
meeting in writing; and  

(c) upon written application social membership will be considered and they shall have all the 
rights and privileges of ordinary members, with the exception of voting rights.
